Kerry MclInnis comes with great
credentials, she is an experienced
judge of artworks, she is an art
conservator and a skilled tutor, and
of course Kerry is a highly creative,
talented and widely recognized artist.

Workshop Description

The aim of this workshop is to
encourage attendees to loosen up
their approach in representing a
subject in 2-D.

By using a broad and rather “wild”
technique, a painted colour base is
established upon which, at various
stages, some refining of the subject is
done using drawing media. We want
to capture the elements of a subject
that have engaged the artist without
becoming trapped by our effort to
represent the physical “exactness”
of the subject. The idea is to work
quickly with energy and spirit.

The workshop attendees will be
working from A4 size images of
anything they are passionate about
(landscape, portrait, still life, interior).
Definitely no smaller please! If you
can’t enlarge on your home compu-

| ter, take your photos to a photocopy

place and have them made into A4

‘| — at least!). Kerry will demonstrate at
. intervals during the workshop.

We might set up a real still life to try
some of these techniques towards
the end of the workshop.
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Materials List

1 At least 6-10 different images, A4 size,
that the artist will be “interpreting”

Note: Please spend some time selecting your
images. Make sure you have a “focal point”
and some decent tonal contrast within the
image. If the photo has a lot of detail that is
crucial to the feeling of image, you will prob-
ably have to spend comparable time working
that up with dry media and it will test your
drawing skills. We don’t want to get bogged
down with too much detail over the whole
image. Choose your images before choosing
your papers, then you might get some ideas
about background colours.

2 It really is important that students use a
paper that is robust enough to not distort
with water and will tolerate the abuse that
we intend to give it!!! 6-10 sheets of Art
Spectrum Colour Fix paper or Canson
Mi-Teintes or similar with grit, at least 4
should be mid-toned. We will use a full sheet
for each composed image because the larger
size will free you up a bit. Allow 3 sheets per day.

3 Acrylic paints, palette, palette knives,
water jars, sprayer bottle

4 Various Brushes, at least a couple that
are at least 3cms wide

5 Sponges, scrapers, old credit card,
palette knives, or anything to make
marks with

6 Drawing materials: graphite, charcoal,
conte crayons (at least black, white, grey
and brown), pastels, even inks if you wish.

7 Erasers
8 Any other materials to throw into the “mix”

9 Tape or tacks for sticking up your image so
you can see it easily without having to handle
it, which breaks the flow and rhythm of
painting, right?

10 Please wear clothing that you are
prepared to get messy!
